This term as part of our Crazy Chemistry topic we have been 
looking at different materials and their properties. In Outdoor 
Learning with Mr Williams the children made model rafts by 
whittling wood and using string to tie the twigs together. After 
doing experiments on which materials sink or float, we then talked 
about how we could make our rafts as buoyant as possible. The 
children worked in groups to add materials to their rafts and we 
tested the buoyancy of their finished rafts by putting weights on 
the rafts until they sank. The winning teams won a prize!
